Student ID Cards and Campus Access

All students need a student card (with vaccination verification sticker) to enter campus. If a student is coming to campus to go to a class, to take an exam, to use the Library, etc., they must have a student card to show to the security guard at the building’s entrance. For those students who do not have a student card at this time, there are three pick-up dates to prepare in advance for the December exam period and Winter Term classes. Student cards must be made in advance of the pick-up dates.

Option 3:
Deadline for ordering:  December 7 at 3:30 pm
For pick up: December 9 - 9:00 am to 4:00 pm
Pick-up Location:  Room 2AX06 (Multi-purpose room on the second floor of the Axworthy Health & RecPlex)

What to do:
1. From your UWinnipeg Webmail account, email a JPG image of yourself as an attachment to studentcard@uwinnipeg.ca. * The photo must show your shoulders and entire head and be taken straight on with face, eyes, and shoulders centered and squared to the camera.  Think of the qualities of a passport photo, except smile! Photos are subject to approval by Student Central. *
2. Include in the email your full name and student number.

Tips for a great photo:
· Avoid a busy background; use a wall that is a solid, light colour. (Do not take the photo in your car.)
· Ask someone to take the photo for you.
· Use a camera with high quality resolution.
· Ensure the area is well lit, so the photo is in focus with no shadows, glare, or pixilation.
· Do NOT wear sunglasses, a hat, or headband. 
· Smile!
